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INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY
The internet is a valuable learning resource. Students must realize that access to the internet is a privilege, not a right. Internet service is available in the Computer Labs and the Resource Centre, and will be supervised by a staff member.
The following general guidelines apply to all students:
1. Articles may be printed from the Internet for school-based research if, in accordance with copyright regulations, and permission has been sought and given by the supervising teacher, for that given day only!
2. Use of the Internet for the purpose of accessing inappropriate sites will be cause for discipline.  

3. The use of Chat or news groups (MSN, ICQ, Windows Messenger, etc) will not be allowed unless under the direct supervision of a teacher, and for a specific educational purpose.
4. Use of the Internet for the purpose of playing games (whether online or otherwise), or accessing personal email accounts will not be permitted. An exception may be made provided the student has been given permission by the supervising teacher for that given day only!
5. Any student found responsible for altering the files and adding to the files located on a school computer hard drive, (including downloading files in order to facilitate some internet application, changing any of the hardware and software setup, etc.,) will be subject to discipline.

Teachers Response:
 - All infractions will be recorded and shared with administration.

Discipline actions may include:
- Loss of computer privileges

- Referral to Assistant Principal

- Suspension
- Other consequences deemed appropriate considering the violation.
This Internet Acceptable Use Policy is in accordance with the expectations of the Saskatoon Catholic School Division.
