	In part because of his enormous popularity and in part because of his chosen subject matter, Bateman has an uneasy relationship with the "fine art" establishment, which tends to categorize his work as "wildlife art." Nonetheless, his best works, which frequently place wild animals in carefully researched, ecologically accurate natural settings, are also sophisticated compositions that often owe a considerable debt to modern abstractionists such as Mark Rothko and Canada's Paul-Emile BORDUAS as well as to traditional Japanese and Chinese art.
