Pomegranate

The pomegranates hundreds of seed remind us of God’s innumerable blessings.  When the priest made offerings to God at the temple in Jerusalem…
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“On the lower hem of the robe pomegranates were made of violet, purple and scarlet yarn and of fine linen twisted;”
-Exodus 39:24

“Saul’s command post was under the pomegranate tree near the threshing floor on the outskirts of Geba;”

-1 Samuel 14:2 
Pomegranates are native to China and Southern Europe, but can be grown in areas with hot summer temperatures.  The pomegranate grows to the height of about ten feet tall with many stems of small dark green leaves.  Bright red-orange coloured bell shaped flowers bloom in the spring producing the pomegranate.  In the first half of August the fruits begin to mature growing up to six inches across. The pomegranate is considered to be Fruit of the Promised Land.  In bible times the soft pulp around the pomegranate seeds was either eaten raw or used in spiced wine.
