Each Iris flower has three petals that are often called “standards”. It also has three outer petal- like sepals which that are call the “falls”. Some Irises can grow in the deserts, swamps and some in the far cold north. The Iris plant grows best during the months of July, August or September as it needs lots of sun. There are some three hundred different types and countless Irises. The florists, another Iris is available just about year-round. The Bearded Iris and even the Siberian Iris are the most common type of Iris people grow. 
The Iris plant is a hardy perennial that is grown by people for its large, showy blooms. The Iris blossoms in almost any color of the rainbow. The different colors are blues, purples, whites, yellows, pinks, oranges, browns, reds and even blacks. 
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
