6. Brief Description of Activity:

The Grade K-8 students at Georges Vanier Catholic School in Saskatoon and the Grade 6 and 7 students from Vincent Massey School in Ottawa in Ottawa will create 15 bus shelter advertisements, 500 interior bus ads and one bus wrap (a bus wrap is where the graphic design covers the entire outside of the bus), the ads will detail the history of the Rideau Canal a UNESCO world heritage site. The project will be completed in conjunction with the Rideau Canal Festival (a not for profit festival).  http://www.rideaucanalfestival.ca The students at Georges Vanier School in Saskatoon will do the graphic design work, research the text and do most of the artwork.  Students from Ottawa’s Vincent Massey School grade 6 and 7 will do some artwork. The research for the text will be done in partnership with the Grade 5’s at Georges Vanier School in Saskatoon.  Saskatoon students will complete the majority of the project. Being that the project is mounted there and it presented a unique opportunity for a connection I partnered with Vincent Massey School.

Teacher Research Question: 

Can students create 15 bus shelters, 500 interior ads and one vinyl bus wrap about the history and workings of the Rideau Canal, using student artwork and text? 

Can I as a teacher and the students have very little environmental impact while doing the project?  Reduce emissions etc. 

Can a place that the children are not familiar with become meaningful to them through research and art creation? 

Student Inquiry Question:

What makes the Rideau Canal special and why has it been named a UNESCO world heritage site 

How does the lock system on the Rideau Canal work, why is the lock system needed?

What initiatives are being used to make the Rideau Canal festival zero footprint?

What is “zero footprint” and how can I measure my footprint?

What skills does it take to be a graphic designer?

What scientific methods were used and needed to create the canal and locks?

What impact did the Rideau Canal have on Bytown and now Ottawa?

8. Detailed Project Description

The Grade K-8 students at Georges Vanier Catholic School in Saskatoon and the Grade 6 and 7 students from Vincent Massey School in Ottawa in Ottawa will create 15 bus shelter advertisements, 500 interior bus ads and one bus wrap (a bus wrap is where the graphic design covers the entire outside of the bus), the ads will detail the history of the Rideau Canal a UNESCO world heritage site. The project will be completed in conjunction with the Rideau Canal Festival (a not for profit festival).  http://www.rideaucanalfestival.ca The students at Georges Vanier School in Saskatoon will do the graphic design work, research the text and do most of the artwork.  Students from Ottawa’s Vincent Massey School grade 6 and 7 will do some artwork. The research for the text will be done in partnership with the Grade 5’s at Georges Vanier School in Saskatoon.  Saskatoon students will complete the majority of the project. Being that the project is mounted there and it presented a unique opportunity for a connection I partnered with Vincent Massey School. 

This project is huge in scale because it is a two part project, however, I have created bus shelter ads with students in the past, and the addition of the partnership between two schools in two different provinces will not be much more of a challenge.  It is also very thrilling that an organization heard about our “Stops with History” project and was interested in working with the students on a new one.  The “Stops with History Project” was funded by an Arts Smarts Grant. It is also very exciting that the artwork of Saskatchewan students in partnership with students from another province will be prominently displayed in our nation’s capital for the busiest months of the year. 

The title of the project is  “Connections” because the canal is a waterway that provided a safe, economical and reliable means of transportation “connection between people” since 1832 and the bus system in Ottawa and Saskatoon is presently providing the same thing. As well, having two schools connected through a project like this will be unique and special.  Connections with people and places are really what life is about and it will be so great to watch the children make these connections.  It is also a unique connection for children to be celebrating a UNESCO world heritage site.  As an art instructor it will undoubtedly be an enriching experience to work with other art educators.  The other unique connection about the project is that both the school in Saskatoon and the school in Ottawa are celebrating their 50th anniversary. 

I will teach the children in Saskatoon about historical events and people surrounding the Rideau Canal at the same time it is being taught in Ottawa.  The students will share what they learn about the canal through a facebook page.  The information they gather will be use to create the graphic designs posters on bus shelters, through the captive audience concept. People automatically read the text that they are surrounded by and in this project the viewers will learn some history about the Rideau Canal and its impact on the city of Ottawa.  Through a project like this children become more aware of how captive audience advertising is affecting their lives and decisions within their lives. It is important to show children that the arts are not only paintings and sculptures in galleries (fine art) but can be found on the streets of their own cities.  It is also valuable to teach them that the work they create in this project will become part of the visual culture of their community for the time that it is on display. Pattison advertising is very excited about being part of sharing the history of the canal with its riders. In total they are donating $33000.00 worth of public advertising space, now that is support for an idea. 

The students will create 15 bus shelter ads/core media units that will explain the history of the Rideau Canal.  As well, Pattison Advertising is providing 500 interior bus cards that will be placed on the Ottawa bus routes that see 375,000 riders per week.  All of the ads will be up for 8 weeks in duration.  The students will also design one bus wrap, the ads that cover an entire bus and the bus will rotate to the various routes within Ottawa for an 8 week period. 

In June 2007, UNESCO designated the Rideau Canal a World Heritage Site, citing it as "the best preserved canal in North America from the great canal-building era of the early 19th century to remain operational along its original line with most of its original structures intact."  Learning about its history is valuable to all students whether they live in Ottawa or not and is also valuable to the people of Ottawa who ride the transit system.

The posters will be hung in Ottawa in conjunction with the Rideau Canal Festival and in Saskatoon at the same time in a public gallery (Center Galleries) unless sponsorship to have them hung in bus shelters in Saskatoon can be found.  We will be printing two copies of all posters so that an exhibition can take place here as well. 

The students in Saskatoon will work with graphic designer Kevin Vindeg and artist/art educator Monique Martin.  Kevin was the artist that we used last time with the “Stops with History” project and he was amazing with the students. (The “Stops with History” project received the Governor General’s Award for Excellence in Teaching Canadian History) The work will take place outside of the students regular art period as we only have 4 computers, 5 if the students use my laptop. I will use my own personal time to work with the students.  The one on one attention that Kevin and I are able to give the students is really important.  I do not work Monday or Friday and will use this time as I did with my last bus shelter grant to get the project done.  Last time 96 personal hours were used, this grant is larger so my time input will likely be larger.  I have included a few substitute teaching days in the budget over and above those I know I will need to cover unforeseen challenges that may arise due to scheduling.  However, I do not like to have a substitute in my classroom and the space is not conducive to having two classes or groups in the room at the same time.  

As this grant is for a special and innovative project and very large in scale which enhances students’ learning and brings students in contact with professional arts and arts organizations and is not intended to fund regular programming, the regular programming at the school will take place on the regularly scheduled art periods and the special projects will take place at another scheduled time that is convenient for all those involved most likely on my days off, Monday and Friday.

The computers that we are using have been upgraded since my last graphic design project with funding from another source. The students will be able to work more quickly and save files more quickly on this project.  Computers for Schools have also offered to lend us three more computers for the duration of the project if we get the grant.  The graphic designer is also going to lend us his old G4 with Adobe Illustrator on it so that the students can more effectively work on the bus wrap portion of the project. 

The information for the posters will be gathered by Grade 5 students here in Saskatchewan as it fits with the Canadian themed Social Studies Curriculum and by grade 7 students in Ottawa. The students will research 15 different themes pertaining to the canal for the core media units and 25 different themes for the interior bus ads. Examples: colonel By, Engineering the Canal, The Canal Then and Now, How do the locks work?  One of the posters will include the concept of “Zero Footprint”, the children will be given a presentation on what this concept means and how a festival can run in this format. 

The students in Ottawa will work with and use the book by John McQuarrie.  They will also have an engineer visit their classroom. John wrote a book on the canal and will be a resource person for all the of the students. 

The posters will be bilingual where possible on the same poster, where not possible two posters will be made one in French and one in English. A Grade 12 French Immersion class in Saskatoon, under the guidance of Jacqueline Collard will translate all of the text and put it into digital format for easy use.

Over 475 students will be involved in the project in some way in Saskatoon and 60 in Ottawa. 

The students will work with an APEGS (Association of Professional Engineers and Geophysicists of Saskatchewan) engineer is our science link and will help the children to understand more clearly the workings of the locks in Ottawa and how the canal was constructed. The Bytown museum has an excellent video on the creation of the canal and all students will view something of this nature to give them the background knowledge needed to gather the information required. I am currently working on a different project with the APEGS engineers that will involve the production of ten posters on the history of engineering in Saskatchewan that will be released in March.  The engineers have been in my classroom several times with this project and I know they will be an excellent scientific resource for the children.  If the grant is successful they have agreed to find an Ottawa Engineer to help in the same way in Ottawa.  The engineers will detail for the students how a site for a canal is selected and how it must be constructed to stand the test of time. 

Once the research is complied the Saskatoon students will access historical photos for use on the shelters, as in the previous project some historical images will be used directly on the posters. The students will be taught how to correctly use a photo credit for archival photos.  The students will also be given instruction on the correct copyright clearance procedures to use when reproducing someone else’s photograph.  Monique Martin, people at the Rideau Canal Festival and Friends of the Rideau Canal, will gather the archival images.

As part of the project I will be teaching the children about Canadian artists that created work around the time that the canal was built and teach them that artwork often comments on the things going on at the time it was created.  I will specifically focus on Cornelius Krieghoff, Paul Kane, Homer Watson and Franklin Brownell. 

To create the artwork for the posters the students in both Saskatoon and Ottawa will use watercolour, acrylic and possibly collage to create the student art images for the posters. I will be giving the art lessons to the students in Ottawa on the various painting techniques from January 12 -16 and will do the same lessons in Saskatoon the following week.  I want this project to be more visual art based than the “Stops with History” project so will be using the archival photos as the basis for the student artwork and then the student artwork will be used on the posters. We should have over 450 student pieces of art to choose from when the artwork is complete. 

Due to the better camera equipment and computer equipment (scanners) at my school this time it will be easier to get good quality photos of a student piece of art.  This was not as possible last time and we had to limit the number of pieces of student artwork used in the posters.  We also have a professional photographer on staff again this year and he will take the digital images of the student work.  The art materials for the schools will be provided free of charge by Colours Art and Framing in Saskatoon. 

The students in Saskatoon will come up with a general graphic theme that will connect all of the posters together when up just as we did in the last project, at this point all people involved are leaning towards the theme of canoes.  The students will use the text as well as the artwork from the students in Saskatoon and Ottawa and put into the posters.  The students will present the final products to both John McQuarrie and other people involved to check for accuracy. 

The bus shelter posters will be printed by Run Digital in Calgary as they are giving us a really great deal on the printing costs as they have in the past. Posters will be hung in the bus shelters near the Rideau Canal and in downtown Ottawa where passersby can view them and learn about the history of the canal.  The posters will be put up in Mid June and come down mid August. 

Some students from Ottawa will partake in the installation of the posters if possible.  The posters will be simultaneously hung in Saskatoon in Center Galleries and or on Pattison Advertising shelters in Saskatoon.  

It is my hope that the posters can be used year after year in keeping with the “zero footprint” model of the Rideau Canal Festival.  The posters can be reused again in Pattison bus shelters if they do not sustain water damage or tear when being removed. 

I learned a lot by making historical ads in 2006 and I think that I can do an even better job this time and since the topic is new to the students at Georges Vanier they will be excited and enthusiastic and because so many students and classes are involved it will emulate working in a print shop where many people are often involved in the same project but at different stages.   The graphic designer that we are working with does a lot of design work for people in Australia, never meeting them in the process, so this project will allow the children to experience that same thing. Some text will be given to them and they may never meet the person that wrote it.  As well, the text they use from the students in our own school is given to them with the understanding that it is correct.  It will be a very interesting project to have so many minds involved in the creation of one product. 

The timeline below outlines when the various events will take place. Since some of the final images will take place after the deadline for final reports I would base my final report on the events up to July 15. 

This is somewhat of a repeat project but not really because it is so much larger in scale. It is my goal to have a project like this funded without arts board support. I came very near on this one and believe that I could make this happen in the future.  

Project Timelines

June 2008
- Monique researching Rideau Canal and deciding upon themes for each shelter, consulting with Michel Gauthier on relevance of the themes.

July-August 
- Monique writing grant, consultation with sponsors, educational resource people

November 10- Monique is in Ottawa for other reasons and will ride the bus route confirming the locations of the Street level media units (bus shelter ads) with Louise Dixon of Pattison Advertising.

Contracts and locations have to be signed at this time.  

Monique will also meet with Zeynep Gunesberk to confirm details for Vincent Massey School and plan out what the teachers there need to do to contribute to the project.

The project will affect the environment in the community in two provinces. The students will become more aware of the impact of advertising especially, captive audience advertising and will be able to be critical viewers of advertising posters. 

The impact on the school will be very positive because the children will see themselves as capable in a new area of the visual arts. They will also be proud to see their creation on a public street. Nothing is powerful for a child as to have their work in the public eye and to have their work become part of the visual culture of their community. 

The Georges Vanier large-scale projects that have taken place in the past have always brought together people in the community and made more people aware of our special fine arts school.  This project will be no different, it is pulling together many community organizations and people and this is always positive.

Exposing my students to positive role models whether they are artists, scientists or graphic designers is always a wonderful thing. What is also a secondary positive about these types of grants is that the students know more people in the community which makes them more connected to the community and that in turn makes a better citizen, a more responsible and positive citizen.  If we had not done a great job of our last bus shelter project and if the students had not been good to work with Pattison would not have agreed to donate the space. 

The impact on the Ottawa school will be a little different as an actual bus will arrive at their school.  I will make sure that many images are sent back and forth so that the children here can also experience the launch of our Rideau Canal Connection to History Bus. I am also thinking about doing a live video link for the event. 

It is also my hope that the “zero” footprint model become very real for the students and they start to make changes in their lives to better the environment. 

The last bus shelter project that I completed was covered in the media by three television stations, 2 newspapers and 2 radio stations. I would expect the same or more on this project as two schools, two provinces and one festival are involved.  I have presented on the “Stops with History” project at three international conferences. 
Project Documentation and Evaluation Plan 

We will know that we are meeting our goals when the posters and interior advertisements are both complete and use the design concepts taught to convey a message to the viewer. We will also know the goals are met when the children begin to confidently use the design terminology when discussing their projects. Another way to evaluate project goals being met is if the students tell me about various places that they see captive audience advertising at other times in their lives.
Meetings will take place with the school staff involved once a week to see that goals are being met and to make any changes needed. The graphic designer will meet with the classroom teacher each week to clarify goals and to make adjustments for the student needs. These meetings will be informal and take place prior to each weeks instruction. 

At some point all partners will be involved in the evaluation process. In this case most of it will take place by sending images back and forth and the children receiving critiques via email from the people involved. In my last grant this was a huge learning opportunity for the students to get better at writing formal emails and accepting constructive criticism. 

At the end of the unit the students will be expected to hand in a summary of what they created, how they might have done it differently, what went well, what they found difficult etc.  This will be in their sketchbooks. 

Each time that I do a project of this scale with children I learn new things that help with the next project, whether it is administrative things or teaching strategies. With this project I am most excited about learning more about graphic design and using that knowledge in my regular classroom activities.  I will be keeping my own logbook of the learning that happens so that when the graphic designer is not there I will be able to work on projects with the children.  I am hoping that we will be able to use the skills to create posters for various drama and dance events that take place at our school.  

This application is evidence of growth in my skills. Last time I did not include the tax on the printing and had to find another funding source at the time. This time based on the notes I made after the last grant I remembered to include this. 

I always meet my project goals (or have thus far) and use the lessons learned in previous projects to make the current project the best it can be. 
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
